Jesus was able to see     
beyond the outward appearances, and to see the needs of the 
heart. 
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How often are we guilty of judging others?    After all to do such 
is wrong as we ourselves are sinners and need forgiveness and 
healing.  When we realise how much God forgives us, we cannot 
condemn others, but rather receive the grace of forgiveness     
ourselves into our own lives. 
 
A Church made up of self righteous and self satisfied people will 
attract no-one, but one made up of those who sincerely realise 
their own sinfulness will be one where those in need will feel 
welcomed and loved. 
 
As a Church are we, like Frank Sinatra, doing things my (or our) 
way, or have we turned in to living life God’s way, who will 
change and transform all of us who come to him in faith.

4. Four hundred years ago the menfolk of Ellastone were able to 
retreat for some recreation to the alehouse’s bowling alley.

5. King Henry VIII sold Ellastone Church and some of its 
contents for about £25. 
�
6.Henry VIII doesn’t get a very good press, but there were 
reforms under his reign.  One was the start of Parish Registers 
for Baptisms, Marriages and Deaths.  Ours in Ellastone began 
immediately, in 1538, and Fynnye, Bradsha, Beardmore and 
Bamforde are some of the names familiar to us today which can 
be found in the earliest years.  There are local families today 
who may well have had ancestors living around here in Henry 
VIII’s time. (The odd one out is Beardmore – the spelling has 
not changed in nearly 500 years.)

 Term One  
 
 This was based around the topic ‘Design for learning.’ 
 
 The idea is that to be effective disciples we have to develop a 
clear understanding of what God’s purposes are and of what it 
means for us to be Christians. We looked at examples of what 
Jesus taught about God’s purposes; how we can understand and 
interpret the Bible so that it can be a resource for us in our daily 
lives.  Finally its aim was to help us to grow in wisdom and     
discernment so that we are able to recognise where and how 
God is active in our daily lives.   We were encouraged to work 
collaboratively and to reflect theologically so as to serve the 
church. 
 
 One weekend away was based on work ‘Knowing Yourself and 
Others’ – using the Myers Briggs Personality Type Indicator.  
Extremely interesting.  Am I really an ESFJ??????  It produced 
a spot on analysis - quite frightening 
 
 Term Two 
 
This term was us leading  a six week course in our parish, the 
idea being to develop our leadership skills and to help members 
of the church to take part in the training process.  I opted to lead �� �
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 the ‘Mission Possible’ course which I must admit I thoroughly  
enjoyed.  The aim of this was to deepen peoples’ understanding 
of mission and evangelism in our current climate and their own 
environment. 
 
At first I was quite daunted by the fact that I had Brian super-
vising me who was a relatively unknown character!  I was taking 
the course with 8 people from Mayfield and Stanton – most of 
whom I hadn’t met and in an unknown building.  Interesting 
though we had really good discussions and it was great to see 
how Brian got to know them and visa versa.  At the end of it I felt 
that it had gone well despite my initial fears, and I cannot thank 
Ray and his colleagues enough for putting up with me and for 
making me feel so welcome. 
 
Term Three 
 
This has been the busy term because as well as having our eight 
evening sessions we also had to study another church and come 
up with ideas that we feel might be transferable back here in our 
own parishes, and at the same time report back to the studied   
parish things we felt they might consider improving.  This work 
was undertaken in our chaplaincy groups and the final weekend 
of the year was devoted to our presentations and what we had 
gained from the study. 
 
Our project church was St Michael’s and All Angels, Chell.  It 
really was good going to different services there, meeting their 
congregation and I was also allowed to go to one of their Ministry 
Team meetings.  I really have been inspired and ended the year 
full of enthusiasm and can’t wait to report back several 
observations to Brian. 
 
I started out asking – what for?  There were times, especially at 
the beginning when I felt that I was a fish out of water.  Everyone 
else seemed so knowledgeable and such lovely people.  It has 
taken time for me to realise that I have developed considerably 
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over the year – thanks to all our tutors and especially all of  those 
taking the course.  I think we have all helped one another through 
various difficulties but have arrived at the final weekend.          
Apparently we are the largest intake they have had taking this lay 
ministry course.  Now this second year we all specialise – I and 2 
others are following the Pastoral route, 1 person is doing        
Community and the rest are training to become Readers.  
 
 I just hope that I will enjoy the second year as much as the first 
one.   
 
 If any of you out there are thinking of following lay ministry 
please do so and pray about it.  Yes it is hard work;  yes you will 
have doubts;  however, God is there alongside you in the form of 
so many colleagues praying on your behalf.  Above all you will 
meet many truly lovely people and have lots fun and laughter on 
the way.  Do think and pray about it.
